


5. REGISTRATION
Boat owners or their representatives must report to StFYC, between 1700 and 1900 Friday, June 25, 2010 or 0800 and 1000
Saturday June 26, 2010 to complete registration. No boat will be registered as an entry without a signed waiver. Crew lists and
waivers of liability must be submitted at registration. In the event of a crew member substitution during the regatta, the new crew
member must submit a signed waiver of liability to the Race Committee prior to racing for that boat's entry to remain valid.

6. PERSONAL FLOTATION

Lifejackets or other adequate personal flotation devices shall be worn by all competitors while racing.

7. COURSES

Courses will be sailed on the San Francisco Bay.

8. SCHEDULE OF RACES
It is the intent of the organizing authority and the race committee to conduct as many races as practical on each day of racing. The
first warning signal of each day is scheduled for 1100 hours. No warning signal will be made after 1400 hours on Sunday, June 27,

2010.
9. SCORING

One race will constitute a series for all classes. Each boat's total score will be the sum of her scores for all races. This changes RRS
A2.

10. MEASUREMENT AND WEIGH=-IN
Measurement is not required, but each boat shall submit proof of holding a valid measurement certificate at registration, if required
by their class. Neither the Organizing Authority nor the StFYC shall be responsible for conducting or administrating weigh-ins. Local
or national class associations shall be responsible for conducting weigh-ins if needed.

11. ARBITRATION

For protests involving an infringement of Part 2 of the RRS, an arbitration hearing may be held prior to the protest hearing.

12. PRIZES
Series prizes will be awarded by class. An award will be made to the boat which, in the opinion of the Organizing Authorities had the
best overall performance during the 2010 Sperry Top-Sider San Francisco NOOD Regatta.

13. BERTHING
Dinghy classes sailing out of the Treasure Island location can be stored at the Treasure Island Sailing Center, free of charge from 1000
hours Friday June 25, 2010 until the conclusion of racing. Keel boats can be moored, free of charge, at the StFYC Guest Docks from
1000 hours Friday, June 25, 2010 until conclusion of racing. Trailers for boats which are not reqularly assigned to StFYC Dry Storage
can be stored in the parking lot east of the StFYC clubhouse.

14. PHOTOGRAPHY AND TV RIGHTS
Competitors give absolute right and permission for any photographs or video footage taken of themselves or their competing boat to
be published in any media whatsoever; for either editorial or advertising purposes, or to be used in press information.
